For us did you endure 
three days in the tomb, that we may be released from passions in this 
world, You who are our resurrection and our life! Glory unto You, O 
Lord!

And to Christ you did bring sweetest 
fruit: the tender sprouts of your womb through divine martyrdom, 
Agape, along with Hope and Faith, the God-minded with whom do you 
pray to God for all of us.

O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto 
the Creator most constant! O despise not the suppliant voices of those 
who have sinned; but be thou quick, O good one, to come unto our aid, 
who in faith cry unto thee! Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to 
make supplication, thou who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, them that 
honor thee!
